The branch of science that deals with how living things, including humans, are related
to their surroundings is called ecology. The Earth supports some 5 million species of
plants, animals, and microorganisms. These interact and influence their surroundings,
forming a vast network of interrelated environmental systems called ecosystems . The
arctic tundra is an ecosystem and so is a Brazilian rain forest. The islands of Hawaii
are a relatively isolated ecosystem.
